C.  Use of IDEA Funds for Coordinated Early Intervening Services

IDEA 2004 allows a LEA to use not more than 15% of the local IDEA funds in any fiscal year (less any amount reduced by the state) in combination with other amounts (which may include amounts other than education funds) to develop and implement coordinated, early intervening services, which may include interagency financing structures, for students in kindergarten through grade 12 (with a particular emphasis on K-3) who have not been identified as needing special education or related services but who need additional academic and behavioral support to succeed in a general education environment. Activities may include the following:

1. Professional development for teachers and other school staff to enable them to deliver scientifically based academic instruction and behavioral interventions, including scientifically based literacy instruction and, when appropriate, instruction on the use of adaptive and instructional software; and,            

2. Providing educational and behavioral evaluations, services and supports, including scientifically based literacy instruction. 
In addition, each LEA that develops and maintains coordinated, early intervening services shall report annually to the Divisions for Special Education Services and Supports on the following:

       1. The total number of students served under EIS; and

       2. The number of students served under EIS who subsequently receive special education and  

            related services during the preceding two-year period.
