· What are student’s most significant needs?

· Will they enable the student to meet the GPS?

IEP: Behavioral Intervention Plan
· Are the behaviors clearly identified?

· Are they observable?

· When, where, and how often are data collected?
· Has the function of the behavior been identified? (e.g., attention, power,  revenge, to avoid doing something, to get to do something)

· What is the pay-off for the behavior? 
· What is avoided when the behavior occurs?
· Is there a cycle of ineffective interventions (e.g., cycles of in-school suspension)?
· Are the behavioral interventions designed to be effective and efficient?

· What reinforcers would motivate the student? (e.g., computer time, special responsibility such as serving as a group leader or teacher helper, spending time with a mentor in the building, etc.)

· Are there proactive interventions that could start each day off positively? (e.g., being an aide for the counselor or custodian for 10 minutes each morning)

· Does the plan include replacement behaviors—an appropriate behavior that will meet the need in an acceptable way? (e.g., silent signal when a break from difficult work is needed)

IEP: Summary Page
· What services will the student receive?

· Are the services provided in general education or special education classes?

· At either location, does the teacher have deep content knowledge of the subject?

· At either location, can the modifications and behavioral interventions be implemented effectively?
