	Ideas
	· Student's position is clearly stated and three or more supporting reasons are given.
· Many explicit details are given to strongly persuade the reader.     
	· Student chooses a point of view and writes 2 supporting reasonf for that point of view.
· Some details are given to persuade the reader.     
	· Student states a position and gives 1 supporting reason for that point of view.
· Few details are used to to support the writer's position.
	· Only a statement of position is given with no supporting reasons or details.
· Student's position is vague or not evident.

	Organization
	· Extends supporting reasons using details into clear paragraphs to persuade reader.
	· Sentences with some detail flow from one thought to the next so the reader is persuaded.
	· Sentences flow from one thought to the next so the reader is aware of the student's position.
	· Student states a point of view but supporting sentences are loosely developed. 

	Style
	· Writing has a strong lead, natural efffective transitions and a definitive conclusion.
· Writing has a smooth flow, reflecting the author's point of view.
	· Student sustains the reader's attention thoughout the paper..
· Sentences consistently fit the purpose.
· Much creative wording is used.
	· Writing sometimes engages the reader. 
· Sentences sometimes fit the purpose.
· Little or no creative wording is used.
	· Studetn rarely speaks to the audience in an engaging manner.
· Thoughts ans words are often repeated.

	Conventions
	· Student has few errors in capitalization, punctuation and spelling. Errors do not interfere with the writer's message.
· Subjects and verbs agree.
· Student uses varied sentence structure.
	· Student has some errors in capitalization, punctuation and spelling.  Errors do not interfere with the writer's message.
· Subjects and verbs agree.
· Student experiments with varied sentence structure.
	· Student has some errors in capitalization, punctuation, and spelling.  Errors minimally interfere with the writer's message.
· Student attempts to vary sentence structure.
	· Student has many errors that prevent the audience from understanding the writer's message.
· Student uses simple sentence structure.
