Ice Carvings 
 Lesson 10
Advanced Garde Manger 
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1. 300 pound blocks of ice. Pure frozen water. 
2. Water is kept in a constant motion to keep clear.  
3. Temper ice by waiting a little bit. Frost will be pretty much gone from block. 
4. Ice carving is like any recipe you try to do. Repeated attempts lead to success.  
5. One bench in a previous class did a stop sign. Carve whole thing today. Chefs don't care if it breaks as long as no one gets hurt. 
6. Ice melts an inch, all the way around the block, an hour. 

7. If you make an animal, make sure he or she is sitting down. If you carve him standing up, the legs could melt and collapse.

8. Eliminate the excess ice with a chain saw.  Big chunks with as straight a line as possible. 
9. A chisel chops off ice instead of shaving it.

10. Wipe block of ice off with a towel. Don't use hand. You could cut yourself. 

11. Use level side of chisel.

12. Can pretty much carve block of ice with a prong chipper.

13. Take chipper at angle to make lines.
14. Use parchment paper to make template.

15. Use the V-tool to make a nice deep line.

16. Remember to keep both of your hands on the chain saw at the same time.

Step by Step carving of a beautiful wedding swan

Video 
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1. Get ice ready for carving
2. Important to do a scrawl line or lines. 
· Square board

· A second board

3. Design a template bigger than the ice block
4. Go outside the line with ice pick
5. Spin ice block around.

6. Flip template.

7. Do the same on other side
8. You want to be careful to go on same line on both sides. Use same punch holes.
9. Take ice carving tool - chisel - and go around lines.
10. Jowl and peak are both tricky parts to carve on swan.

11. Ready to do trimming away with saw.
12. Swing block around and make same cut lines on back.
13. After all of the trimmings are done - do next to final trimming. Getting closer to lines.
14. With a swan, you want to get the gentle flow of the neck. This is a very temperamental spot in carving an ice swan.

15. Have to use a smaller saw or chisel to make jowl.

16. From the backside, trim out, by scalloping ice, where feathers and wings and tail will go.

17.  Watch wedge between wings. Don't want to break wings 
18. Go all the way down to the tail.
19. Keep saw parallel to the ground

20. Swan is getting a nice shape to it

21. Take a flat chisel or saw and trim wings

22. Take head of swan and accentuate it
23. Swing out - head is getting tucked in.

24. Look for a nice dramatic curve

25. Trim head off with flat chisel or saw

26. Make one more cut and then use chisel

27. Accentuate the wings with saw - gives them a nice look

28. Flat chisel - Uses knife to get into area you can't get to with a saw

29. Now you can get excess ice out of jowl

30. Take another tool to make lines deeper

31. Go up same shape with design

32. Ice craver made a feathering process or scoring, as he called it. 
33.   Try to avoid straight lines - each line has to have a little twist to it
34. Always important in ice carving, is to give it a finished look
35. Artist finishes feathering

36. Pushes and turns tool.

37. Takes one cut by going in all the way up

38. Also reverses the process

39. Uses drill to put spot on eyes with a downward move

40. Puts beak in. Bottom side is smaller than top. This is a good time to put it in.
