	Overview (Basic Intent of the Industry Certification Funds) 
Program ID 550: Industry Certification

(160-4-3-.02)
1. Purpose of Industry Certification: Only those programs that have successfully undergone rigorous reviews by leaders from business and industry are recognized with this distinction.  Industry certification of a given program conveys to students that the program is carefully interfaced with current industry standards, thus helping to ensure their qualification for successful employment as well as qualification to continue their education in a postsecondary capacity.  Industry certification represents to the business community the assurance of qualified individuals who are ready to take their place as productive employees.

2. CTAE has been committed to the industry certification process as a part of its effort to strengthen academic standards for all programs.  This process has been facilitated through providing state sponsored grants to school systems who are seeking assistance to ensure that their students are participating in programs where curriculum has been aligned with industry standards, thus providing better career opportunities for students.

3. Funding allocations will be made based on the number of successful applicants divided by the specified number of grants set aside for a particular program area.  Any funds received by the system must be spent by June 30, 2008.  Upon acceptance of grant funds, systems agree to pursue industry certification in the stated program area and must have the process completed by June 30, 2008.
