State Bd. Rule 160-4-3-.13 YOUTH APPRENTICESHIP PROGRAMS.

Youth Apprenticeship is a structured combination of school-based and work-based learning linked to postsecondary instructional programs.  Through a coordinated effort with business and industry, the program is designed to prepare students for competitive career opportunities by providing an education that is academically challenging and relevant to future opportunities.  A student who completes the Youth Apprenticeship Program receives a high school diploma, a postsecondary degree or certificate, and also develops industry-recognized competencies applicable to employment in specified occupational clusters.  Employers play a vital role in defining appropriate standards of performance, providing structured workplace learning, and assessing student progress within the work environment.

The system agrees to the following:
1) Employ a Coordinator for a portion of the school day specified by the grant amount to implement and direct the Youth Apprenticeship program

2) The Youth Apprenticeship Coordinator and Youth Apprenticeship partners

               will participate in state sponsored Professional Development activities.

3) Participate in State Youth Apprenticeship evaluation activities

4) Youth apprenticeship placements will be according to the criteria listed in OCGA 20-2-161.2 and the State Board Rule 160-4-3-.13

5) Use allocated funds to ensure grant is implemented within the timelines

6) Implement the program according to the Georgia Career-Related Education Manual (formerly “Standards and Guidelines for Work-Based Learning in Georgia”

7) All students have equal opportunity to participate in the Youth Apprenticeship program

8) Selection of program participants will be made on a non-discriminatory basis
9) Students receive the benefits of the grant within the fiscal year and funds

10) are awarded according to the budget

11) All products/materials development under the grant will become the

12) property of the GaDOE
