	Overview (Basic Intent of the ECP ) 

To meet the intent of the new Perkins IV legislation, the Georgia Department of Education and the Georgia Department of Technical and Adult Education have developed the FY2009 Georgia Five-Year State Plan for Career and Technical Education which includes merging Title II (Tech Prep) funds with Title I (Basic Grant) funds.  In accordance with Section 135(c)(19)(A-D) of the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Improvement Act of 2006, eligible recipients may pool a portion of their Title I funds.  
In Georgia, Education and Career Partnerships will serve in this capacity to support career and technical education programs as defined in Section 3(5); and as identified in required and permissive activities of Section 135(b)(2), (b)(5), (c)(2), (c)(10), and (c)(12) of the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Improvement Act of 2006.  Each of the local boards of education will support articulation agreements in Section 3(4) and promote postsecondary credit opportunities in Section 122 (c)(1)(A)(iii) to ensure that all secondary schools develop, expand, and promote career pathways and programs of study for seamless transitioning of students from secondary to postsecondary education and into careers.  

Secondary and postsecondary partners will complete the Option Selection, Pathway Selection and Expected Outcomes.  These will be used in the development of the Education Career Partnership Plan which serves as a critical interface with the Basic Grant applications for Career, Technical and Agricultural Education, the local school improvement plans and the strategic and improvement plans of the technical colleges and Regents’ institutions, and with other local initiatives as may be appropriate and relevant to the content of the Basic Grant.  
In FY2009, local boards of education will submit an application focused on seven possible postsecondary transition options.  
Additional program components will be collaboratively developed by a State Education and Career Partnership Steering Committee comprised of GaDOE, and local postsecondary, secondary, and business and community representatives.  In future funding cycles, the state steering committee will identify required areas and expand optional areas in accordance with the Carl D. Perkins Career and Education Improvement Act of 2006.

Legislative Guidelines

The Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Improvement Act of 2006 (Title I) includes provisions for partnership activities based on the following definition:

Articulation Agreement defined in Section 3(4) as a written commitment that is agreed upon at the state level or approved annually by the lead administrators of (i) a secondary and postsecondary education institution; or (ii) a sub baccalaureate and baccalaureate degree granting postsecondary educational institution and that is a program (i) designed to provide students with a non-duplicative sequence of progressive achievement leading to technical skill proficiency, a credential, a certificate, or degree, and (iii) linked through credit transfer agreements between educational institutions.  

In addition, required and permissive provisions (Section 135) for partnership activities to support career and technical education programs include the following local uses of funds:

· Link career and technical programs at the secondary and postsecondary levels by offering a minimum of one program of study (b)(2) described in section 122(c)(1)(A)(i-iv);

· Provide professional development programs (b)(5) consistent with section 122 to secondary and postsecondary instructors, administrators, faculty, and career guidance and academic counselors involved in career and technical education programs (A-D);

· Provide career guidance and academic counseling for students participating in career and technical education programs that improves graduation rates and provides information on postsecondary and career options, including baccalaureate degree program for secondary students, which activities may include the use of graduation and career plans(c)(2)(A).

	11. The CTAE director must select a minimum of at least one option, as required by this application. 

	12. Secondary, postsecondary, and business and community representatives should be engaged with the secondary school during the year through an advisory council.  



	13. Each CTAE director should support career pathways and develop or improve with local school division(s) and business and industry at least one articulated, secondary to postsecondary Peach State Pathway (program of study) based on local industry needs.  Each of these pathways must interface with program areas outlined in the Partnership application that support career and technical education programs as defined in Section 135.

___Option 1:
Single System Emphasis—Employ or contract with a consultant and develop articulation agreements with postsecondary schools, assist in career pathway development and coordinate all other activities of the local system Perkins IV ECP grant.

Explanation:  Local board of education would be able to customize and address the individual needs for the school system.  

___Option 2:
Consultant Emphasis—Commit some/all of local system funds to pool with other local systems to hire a consultant for a specific task.

Using this model, the contributing systems could utilize some of their funds to pay someone/hire a consultant to create a statewide articulation agreement in desired pathways, or career pathway development, expansion of Business and Industry partnerships, development of workforce & economic needs, etc.

___Option 3:
Secondary Partnership Emphasis—combine the system’s local allotment with other school systems in an area to fund a part/full-time person to be the education career partnership coordinator of the grant. This person would be available to work with any postsecondary institution in order to meet the interests/needs of the students as they pursue their program of study and the requirements of all members of the contributing schools.

___Option 4:
RESA Emphasis— Contribute some/all of the ECP funding to the area RESA.

All the participating local board of education in that RESA would work together to provide the needed funding for the RESA to provide needed services to the contributing schools.  

___Option 5:
Postsecondary Emphasis—Contribute some/all ECP funding to the postsecondary institution.   All ECP funds would be combined to assist a postsecondary school in funding a position to carry out the grant responsibilities and obligations.

This is the most compatible option to the current 2008 ECP model. Secondary and post secondary school(s) in an area agree they are having good results with the current structure and they want to continue it.  This option would allow them to do that.  

___Option 6:
Local System Pathway—Develop a new curriculum for a regional-determined pathway that incorporates academic skills, standards of performance and an assessment of technical skill attainment.

If you have a specific academic curriculum need in your area that isn’t on the state approved list, but would like to develop it for GaDOE approval, this option could be pursued.  

___Option 7:
Combined Options Emphasis—create a combination of possible options available to address multiple system needs.
