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FY 2011 Class Size Data Collection

Data Element Detail
DATA ELEMENTS for CLASS SIZE 

CLASS PERIOD
CLASS PERIOD is the period during the day the teacher instructs the class.  CLASS PERIOD is reported only for report type ‘2’.

CLASS SIZE

CLASS SIZE is the number of students enrolled in the current class.  For report type ‘1’, the class size should be the number of students the teacher instructs in the largest class of the day.  For report type ‘2’, the class size should be the class size for the course.  CLASS SIZE is reported for both report type ‘1’ and ‘2’.

CLASS TYPE

CLASS TYPE indicates the course number.  Valid course numbers are listed in SBOE Rule 160-4-2-.03 and 160-4-2-.20.  CLASS TYPE is reported for report type ‘2’.  Only core courses should be reported.  These are courses that begin with (23., 27., 45., 26., 40., 41., 60., 61., 62., 63., 64., 65., or 55.)  Core courses should not be reported as vocational labs with 4, 5, or 6 or as work-based learning courses with 7 as the first digit after the decimal.  Courses with 3 as the first digit after the decimal should not be reported in Class Size.

COURSE SECTION NUMBER

COURSE SECTION NUMBER represents the three-digit number of the section for the course.  COURSE SECTION NUMBER is reported for report type ‘2’.

FISCAL YEAR

FISCAL YEAR is the Georgia fiscal year to which a record corresponds.  It must be in the format YYYY.  FISCAL YEAR is reported for report types ‘1’ and ‘2’.


GRADE LEVEL

GRADE LEVEL indicates the teacher’s class grade assignment.  Grade level is reported for report type ‘1’ only.  Valid codes are:

Note:  Grade level should not be submitted for grades 9 through 12, nor any grades reported with Report Type ‘2’.  

Classes with students in more than one grade should be reported with the GRADE LEVEL of students in the class with the lowest maximum class size. 

GIFTED DELIVERY MODEL

GIFTED DELIVERY MODEL represents the type of gifted services students received.  Only one gifted model should be used per teacher and period.

Valid codes are:

1 – Resource Model (RM)

2 – Advanced Content (AC)

3 – Cluster Group (CG) Modification

4 – Collaborative Teaching (CT) Modification

5 – Internship/Mentorship

6 – PSO/Joint Enrollment

7 – Approved Innovative Model.

PERIOD
PERIOD is the CLASS SIZE reporting cycle.  CLASS SIZE PERIOD ‘1’ occurs in October while CLASS SIZE PERIOD ‘3’ occurs in March.  The specific dates are set each year by the Georgia Department of Education. 
REPORT TYPE
REPORT TYPE indicates if students in the school change classes or remain with the same teacher for most of the day.  The same report type must be used for all records for a school. 

1
No class change

Students in the school are assigned to one teacher for the majority of the day.  Most elementary schools use this report type.  For report type ‘1’, submit one record per teacher in the school.

2
Class change

Students in the school change classes each period.  Most middle and high schools use this report type.  For report type ‘2’, submit one record per class period per teacher.  The records submitted for a teacher should reflect the classes taught by the teacher in a given day.

A school may use either report type.  Elementary schools with fourth and fifth grades that change classes and with K through 3 classes assigned to the same teacher all day may use report type ‘1’.  However, there is no restriction on reporting an elementary school using report type ‘2’.

SCHOOL CODE

SCHOOL CODE is 4-character code that identifies the public school in Georgia.  SCHOOL CODE is reported for report types ‘1’ and ‘2’.  The SCHOOL CODE must be associated with an active FTE reporting school in the Georgia Department of Education’s Facilities Database.  If the school reported FTE, then class size data must also be reported.

TEACHER ID
TEACHER ID is the 9-digit Social Security number of the teacher.  If there are multiple teachers in a class, report the teacher who provides the primary or content area instruction.  The other teacher(s) may be reported as additional teachers in the NUMBER OF ADDITIONAL TEACHERS field. 
SYSTEM CODE

SYSTEM CODE is the school district identification number.  SYSTEM CODE is reported for report types ‘1’ and ‘2’ in all CLASS SIZE cycles.  See the DOE Facilities Database for a list of all of the valid system codes.
# ADDITIONAL TEACHERS

ADDITIONAL TEACHERS indicates the number of additional teachers in the classroom.  This field is required for both report types ‘1’ and ‘2’.
#  PARAPROFESSIONALS

The # PARAPROFESSIONALS indicates the number of paraprofessionals in the classroom.  This field is required for both report types ‘1’ and ‘2’.
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
