Part of the responsibility of the school system is to ensure that our products—our students—are prepared with the strongest foundations in mathematics, science, and technology so that they can assume economic and leadership roles for our communities in Gwinnett, in Georgia, and across the globe.  The proposed Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology will be a beacon to our community and to our state that communicates the Gwinnett County Public School System recognizes and responds to an educational opportunity which will yield long-term enhancements for students and to our economy.

Academic Program:  
Programs of instructional focus are to be the organizational instruction delivery point for the proposed The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology.  These programs / centers are the beacons around which and through which focused content and applications will be taught, learned, and applied.  Organizationally, this integrative model will use the following instructional specialties:
1. Biosciences 

2. Engineering 

3. Emerging Technologies (Robotics & Nanotechnologies)
Foundational Required Courses:  Students who attend The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology will have available certain required courses that integrate across all programs.  Among these are Health / Physical Education; Language Arts/Social Sciences/Humanities; Research Foundations, Experimentation, and Design; and Interdisciplinary Technology Applications (I-SET).  

Special Collaborative Courses:  Specialized collaborative courses will provide for integration of related ideas and for flexible class time.  The ninth-grade required technology course will be similar to successful foundational courses at other math-science schools.  The proposed course for the Gwinnett charter school will integrate Science, Engineering, and Technology (I-SET).  Required coursework will integrate scientific knowledge and applications related to basic electronics, biotechnology, engineering graphics, mechanical design, nanotechnology, and robotics so that all students are ensured to have a common knowledge base from which to integrate future applications.  The proposed Humanities courses will integrate English, World History and Geography; English and AP US History; and AP English and AP Government, GeoSystems, or Philosophy.  A variety of electives courses within each program will offer students the further opportunity to extend their knowledge into areas more specific to their interests.

Less Commonly Taught Languages:  The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology will offer less commonly taught high school foreign languages—Chinese, Japanese, and specialized courses in Technical French / German / Spanish. CHARTER SCHOOL AGREEMENT

The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology 
Gwinnett County Public Schools System

THIS AGREEMENT AND CHARTER (“Agreement”) as executed on the date of the regular State Board meeting and to be effective July 1, 2006  by and between the Gwinnett County Board of Education (hereinafter “Local Board”, the State Board of Education (hereinafter “State Board”) and The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology (hereinafter “Charter School”), and  

In consideration of the mutual covenants, representations, warranties and agreements contained herein and for other good and lawful consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties hereby agree as follows:

1. Charter Approval:   
Subject to the final approval of the State Board of Education and to any other condition contained herein, the Charter School is hereby granted a public school charter in accordance with the Charter Schools Act of 1998, as is in effect as of July 1, 2006, and the terms and conditions of this Agreement, to operate a charter school as described herein.
2. Term of the Agreement/ Duration of Charter: 
This Agreement shall commence on July 1, 2006 and shall expire at midnight, June 30, 2016 for a ten-year period unless terminated pursuant to the terms hereof.  This charter may be renewed for additional terms if agreed to in writing by all parties.  It shall be the intent to renew on the continuous basis provided by state guidelines.
3. Control and Management: 
The Charter School shall be subject to the control and management of the Local Board as provided herein and in a manner consistent with the Charter School Act of 1998 and the Constitution of the State of Georgia.

4. Public School: 
The Charter School shall be a public, nonsectarian, nonreligious school organized and operated under the laws of the State of Georgia, which is not home based and which shall be located in the facility listed herein.
5. Educational Program: 
The Mission:  The mission for The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology (Charter School) is to focus on nurturing the talents and high potential of students through a challenging, unique, and integrated curriculum which links primarily to mathematics, science, and technology.    
The Vision: The vision of the Gwinnett County Public Schools is to become a system of world-class schools, and our mission is to pursue excellence for each student.  This vision and mission drive our day-to-day work, as well as our plans for the future, and impact this proposed Charter School.  Implementation of initiatives focused on achieving our strategic goals continues to move us forward toward providing the quality education we promise to every child instructionally and operationally.
The Promise: The quality of education we promise includes the pursuit of student learning opportunities with world-class characteristics--high academic standards; a comprehensive, challenging, and relevant curriculum; engaging instructional strategies; accountability for results; community and parental partnerships; technology systems that advance learning; innovative approaches to scheduling, staffing, and accessing resources.  Gwinnett County Public Schools is committed to meeting the needs of its internal and external communities.  Superintendent/CEO J. Alvin Wilbanks leads our direction through his belief that “It is important that we challenge those students who need more, providing extensions for high achieving students.”  (J Alvin Wilbanks, Feb. 1, 2006 Leadership Meeting)
Gwinnett’s Vision for Facilities includes the providing for alternative, nontraditional, and special programs to meet students’ varying instructional needs.  Improving schools so they educate all students well is the work of an entire community . . . a community that embraces a quality education for every child.  Gwinnett County Public Schools is regarded by the public as a school system of choice and is linked to the economic vitality of our community.
Part of the responsibility of the school system is to ensure that our products—our students—are prepared with the strongest foundations in mathematics, science, and technology so that they can assume economic and leadership roles for our communities in Gwinnett, in Georgia, and across the globe.  The proposed Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology will be a beacon to our community and to our state that communicates the Gwinnett County Public School System recognizes and responds to an educational opportunity which will yield long-term enhancements for students and to our economy.
Our Intent:

Our intent is to meet our promise of quality opportunities and challenging instruction for all students.  This direction rests in efforts to ensure that both interventions and extensions are offered as appropriate for individual students.  
Therefore, based on the Board of Education’s direction and the Superintendent’s vision, it is the intent of Gwinnett County Public Schools System to design, build, and implement an instructional program and facility focused on offering high-level, challenging programs of advanced studies in mathematics, science, and technology.
Goals:  Charter School goals shall be modified and refined, but shall include:
a. Providing a specialized learning environment for students with high potential, ability, aptitude, and interests in mathematics, science, and technology who seek comprehensive, challenging curricula with emphasis in these disciplines.
b. Nurturing the talents of academically-able and non-traditional students through a challenging, unique, and integrated curriculum.
c. Emphasizing the interrelationships among the academic disciplines of mathematics, science, and technology.

Students to be served:  The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology will operate as the seventeenth high school in Gwinnett County Public Schools System.  The students to be served include Grades 9-12 regardless of system attendance zone.  The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology seeks Charter School status so that the flexibility for non-traditional and advanced instruction, flexible class scheduling, and alternative performance assessments  may be available to those Gwinnett students who desire to participate in rigorous mathematics, science, and technology instruction.  The class size at The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology may be lower but will be no higher than existing state funding formulas for class size. 
It is the intent to begin the initial school year (August, 2007) with ninth grade students and to add a grade level per year.  At full implementation, The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology would serve a maximum of 1,200 students in grades 9-12.
For students with disabilities, the Charter School will provide state and federally mandated services as follows:
Special Needs and Disabilities:  Students with special needs and disabilities will be served by the Gwinnett County School System, as directed by the Local Board of Education, with appropriate services provided at the Charter School.  For students with disabilities, the Charter School will provide state and federally mandated services to assist students with Individualized Educational Programs (IEP) upon review by a committee including credentialed professionals from Gwinnett County Schools and the Charter School.  The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology (Charter School) will comply with all regulatory special education requirements of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA), Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, and Title II of the Americans with Disabilities Act.  Should Gwinnett County Public Schools currently hold an Individualized Education Program (IEP) for any student who will attend The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology, they will provide said plan to The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology director by July 1 of each year.  Student Support Teams will work closely with Gwinnett system personnel to coordinate appropriate resources and environments for all students, where appropriate.  Gwinnett County Public Schools will assign a Lead Teacher for Special Education to The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology to review the IEP and make recommendations upon the student’s enrollment.
Limited-English Proficient (LEP) Students:  The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology will treat Limited English Proficient (LEP) students in accordance with all applicable Federal and Georgia laws and regulations.  Limited English Proficient (LEP) students, upon enrollment, will be given appropriate support, as based on demonstration of a lack of familiarity with English.  The Assessing Comprehension and Communication in English State to State (ACCESS) test will be used when there is a question regarding the exact needs of the student. 
b) Curriculum Focus:  In-depth reports show the status of student achievement in both mathematics and science to be of increasing concern across all school systems.  While Gwinnett’s mathematics and science scores often are near the top of the Georgia scores, the challenge is to provide opportunities that will lead our students into being competitive at the top globally.  Key leaders in government, education, and industry believe that a weakening of educational knowledge in mathematics, science, and technology will erode our ability to compete globally for high-quality jobs.  Gwinnett County Public Schools is the largest employer in the state of Georgia.  Its only product, collectively and individually, is the student(s) who exits the system and becomes a participant in an expanding and increasingly competitive global market.  
Therefore, inherent within our mission and vision is ensuring educational competitiveness for our students.  Their thorough preparation for post-secondary education and employment is our purpose.  Preparation for advanced study in mathematics, science, and technology builds upon unique hierarchical sequences that should extend into opportunities of advanced studies.  Opportunities for students to go beyond the initial math and science requirements to the level of challenging, advanced mathematical and scientific theories is part of the Gwinnett school system’s promise of serving and preparing all students.  
A review of literature of the nationally ranked top 100 math-science high schools, actual on-site visits to several of the top such schools, and input from research university staff have provided information and input for our proposed instructional scope.  These reviews, visits, and research have lead to our proposed organizational and curriculum focus.  
The Charter School’s curriculum, pedagogical instructional methods and distinctive or unique instructional techniques or educational programs are as follows:
Programs of instructional focus are to be the organizational instruction delivery point for the proposed The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology.  These programs / centers are the beacons around which and through which focused content and applications will be taught, learned, and applied.  Organizationally, this integrative model will use the following instructional specialties:
1. Biosciences 
2. Engineering 

3. Emerging Technologies
Integrative Pedagogical Instructional Strategies:  All curriculum content and its delivery will be through an integrative process that involves and crosses all the programs.  
At the heart of The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology’s curriculum is a required core of challenging courses in mathematics, science, technology, the arts, and humanities which emphasize essential concepts and promote student collaboration.  The sequence of mathematical courses/topics is intended to provide the mathematics required for successful completion of parallel science coursework.  Our students will become leaders who understand that knowledge crosses disciplines and has real world applications.  (See Appendix 01 –A, B, & C  for initial working draft of courses.).  The Charter School retains the right to modify its curriculum in any way that better addresses the postsecondary and employment standards faced by Gwinnett students.  
Foundational Required Courses:  Students who attend The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology will have available certain required courses that integrate across all programs.  Among these are Health / Physical Education; Language Arts/Social Sciences/Humanities; Research Foundations, Experimentation, and Design; and Interdisciplinary Technology Applications. 
Special Collaborative Courses:  Specialized collaborative courses will provide for integration of related ideas and for flexible class time.  The ninth-grade required technology course will be similar to successful foundational courses at other math-science schools.  The proposed course for the Gwinnett charter school will integrate Science, Engineering, and Technology (I-SET).  Required coursework will integrate scientific knowledge and applications related to basic electronics, biotechnology, engineering graphics, mechanical design, nanotechnology, and robotics so that all students are ensured to have a common knowledge base from which to integrate future applications.  The Humanities’ courses will integrate AP Language Arts/AP Human Geography; American Literature / U.S. History; AP Literature & Composition / World History; and Language Arts / Government & Economics.  A variety of electives courses within each program will offer students the further opportunity to extend their knowledge into areas more specific to their interests.
Less Commonly Taught Languages:  The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology will offer less commonly taught high school foreign languages—Chinese, Japanese, and specialized courses in Technical French/German/Spanish.  Our students must be able to communicate and interface in global situations.  A recent study by McKinsey and Company (The Emerging Global Labor Market:  Part II—The Supply of Offshore Talent in Services June 2005) estimates that only “13% of the potential talent supply in low-wage nations is suitable to work for multinational corporations because they lack language skills, because they have low-quality domestic education systems, and because of a lack of cultural fit.”  Providing access to global languages that will become increasingly important to our students’ futures will be a key difference in the Charter School.  Several events indicated that the Gwinnett Charter School instructional planning is moving in the correct direction in World Languages.  In May, 2005, the National Security Education Program announced the Chinese K-16 student pipeline for Chinese Language Education.  The United States-China Cultural Engagement Act was introduced in May, 2005, to promote Chinese language and cultural education throughout elementary, secondary, and postsecondary education.  In January, 2006, President Bush announced the National Security Language Initiative aimed to develop advanced proficiency in critical languages.  Additionally, official AP exams in Chinese and Japanese are to be offered for high school students in 2007.  
Language Links to Postsecondary:  The Charter School students will have an opportunity to learn about the languages and cultures they are studying while they are earning their high school diploma.  With that basis, they may better select the university-level majors that further prepare them for successful careers.  For example, being prepared with language skills and an understanding of the Chinese culture and economy can establish better foundation for our Gwinnett students to access future economic opportunities within companies that do business in China.   

Two of Georgia’s top state universities (Georgia Institute of Technology and the University of Georgia) are expanding language courses so that students are prepared to take advantage of changing global initiatives.  The State Board of Regents has recently approved a major in Chinese language and literature at the University of Georgia and a dual master’s degree program in electrical and computer engineering between Georgia Tech and Shanghai Jiao Tong University.  Emory University already has a degree program in Chinese.  Due to China’s growing significance in the world economy, it is important and forward-thinking to offer programs that introduce U.S. high school students to Chinese cultures while linking into university courses.  
Partnerships will be sought to assist Gwinnett in providing these challenging languages.  Efforts will be made to seek knowledge and partnership in many language initiatives.  The USDOE and the People’s Republic of China’s U.S.-China E-Language Learning System aims to build an innovative internet English and Chinese language learning program, entitled “Chengo” (Chinese and English on the Go).  This joint project is the largest educational cooperative project between the two organizations and is intended to test the feasibility of using Internet-based second-language learning in American and Chinese schools for students from ages 12-18.  Lessons in pronunciation and writing around Chinese themes are included.  The program is targeted to prepare American students for the Advanced Placement exams, etc.  Efforts will be made to evaluate and include such types of partnerships aimed at instructional achievements for The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology students.  While the above information focuses on Chinese, similar projects / opportunities will be pursued for other Less Commonly Taught Languages as well.
While The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology will focus on Chinese and Japanese, additional courses will extend students’ technical language knowledge in French, German, and Spanish.  World-wide industry consortia now coordinate the development and production of many products and resources which emanate from France, Germany, and Spain.  We desire for our students to understand the applications and impacts of many world languages on their futures.
The initial consideration is to build a student’s course of study that ensures a thorough grounding in mathematical, scientific, and technology skills and concepts.  The courses are designed to offer both depth and breadth in the instructional programs.  Planning proposals for the Charter School include recommendations that sophomore students must be enrolled in five core courses each semester.  Enrollment in more than five core courses per semester would require permission from the Academic Counseling Office of The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology.  Arts, and PE (as offered at the Charter School) would not be included in the core five courses.  Beginning in the junior year, students enroll in four core courses and the mentorship, research, or structured independent research.
All Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology courses will be at the honors level or higher.  Initial student placement in certain courses is based on testing, prior instruction, and teacher recommendations.  Students are not permitted to exempt The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology’s requirements in mathematics, science, or humanities.  
Expanded technology-assisted learning will be sought through the partnering among the school district, corporations, educational institutions, or state agencies.  The Charter School shall seek multiple instruction points that offer sound pedagogical instructional strategies which support our students’ learning.  However, any on-line courses available for enrollment must meet both content, instructor certification requirements, and have pre-approval prior to being accepted for on-line course credit.  Access to technology will be provided within the Charter School facility and, where feasible, made available on a shared basis for non-facility / at-home use.  
Partnerships and Mentorships:  Partnerships with universities, colleges, and technical colleges will be established.  These partnerships, as the previously mentioned Chinese language initiative, will provide students greater opportunities for success toward postsecondary enrollment, college mentors, and credentials.  Efforts are underway for forming instructional and credentialing partnerships with Georgia Institute of Technology, University of Georgia, Georgia Gwinnett College, Gwinnett Technical College, Georgia Perimeter, and Southern Polytechnic University.  Selected mentorship placements with faculty or professional personnel within universities, laboratories, and industries will be sought and supervised by staff of The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology.
c) Goals of Charter School:  The Charter School’s performance-based goals, enhanced through critical thinking skills and portfolios, will include, but not be limited to, the following:
1. Beginning with ninth grade, all students enrolled will progress to the next sequential grade toward graduation.

2. All students will be expected to complete additional Carnegie units of credits beyond the current college prep plus diploma requirements of 24, and complete corresponding performance-based exams to earn a diploma.
3. Students must complete 4 units each of mathematics, science, and technology.
4. The percent of students enrolled in at least one AP course will increase yearly so that 100% of the AP-enrolled students will take one or more AP examinations and at least 90% of them will score a 3-5 on the AP exam.
5. 100% of students will participate in an official mentor/internship program prior to graduation.

6. A graduate Follow-up Study will be completed annually and responses used to improve instruction and organization.
7. Students will demonstrate knowledge and skills based upon standards of proficiency defined by the district’s Academic Knowledge and Skills, incorporating Georgia Performance Standards and by articulated postsecondary courses.
8. All students will meet graduation requirement scores on language arts,  mathematics, science, social studies, and writing  by completion of Grade 11.
Period of Time:  Instructional planning and student assessment via performance exams and applied projects will be ongoing and persistent throughout the semesters.  The intent is to continuously diagnose academic strengths and needs of the students and to seek instruction and curriculum revisions pertinent to the transfer of skills/knowledge.  
Technology applications and data banks will be standard in availability and in teacher use.  Teachers will receive instruction in use of data to plan and tailor instruction.  Processes common to standard continuous improvement methodology will be a part of teacher expectations and evaluations.   

Students will be assessed on AP tests where available and a baseline established.  

Performance to be Improved:  The Charter School will measure the performance and progress toward achieving its goals and students’ learning.  Measurements will occur per course, per end-of-course periods, and annually. 
Required Assessments:  All students who attend The Charter School will be required to meet the assessment requirements pursuant to State Board Rule 160-3-1-.07, Testing Programs, Student Assessment.

Specifically, eleventh grade students will be required to pass five parts of the Georgia High School Graduation Test.  The test will measure the Georgia Performance Standards (or the QCC) as appropriate.  Of particular focus will be improvement of scores in both the mathematics and science sections of the GHSGT with the goal being all students achieving pass plus level of performance.  
Students participating in the Charter School (The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology) will achieve the equivalent of all standards in courses required in the program.  
End-of Course Test (EOCT) will be required for credit for the courses for which alignment exists.  Additionally, the Gwinnett high school Gateway Test will be a graduation requirement.
Participation in the GHSGT will provide the school the opportunity to meet Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP).  Students will be required to pass all state-mandated tests, including End of Course test and the GHSGT.  First-time pass rates on the GHSGT (Georgia High School Graduation Test) will reach 100 percent.  Future improvement goals will be established per year and will include the completion of the SAT or ACT for 100 percent of The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology students.

d) Petition Development:  
Parents, community members, and business leaders have expressed a desire for a unique and advanced opportunity for Gwinnett high school students in mathematics, science, and technical studies.  Requests and feedback have been offered through various community partnerships, such as the Superintendent’s Council of Community Advisors (SCCA), the PTSA Council, the GEMS Oversight Committee, the Chamber of Commerce, and through programmatic advisory groups.  While the foundational instructional direction of the Charter School has been broadly set by system-level administrators and instructional directors, the opportunity for continued refinement of  content links, partnerships, and community support activities will be used to gain additional input from parents and other interested parties.  Parents will be involved in the Charter School by serving on the advisory committees.  As the Charter School development proceeds toward reality and as the efforts receive approval from the Superintendent and Local Board for dissemination, additional action steps will focus on more parental, student, and business involvement.  
Parental and community involvement will be critical for the success of the academic programs and for the success of the students who enroll.  Encouragement from parents to students must be known as an expectation.  Parental input to the Gwinnett County School System has, over the years, been encouraged and, in frequent instances, has occurred in formalized manners.  Segments of such input and increasing numbers of voices have highlighted requests and expectations for additional learning opportunities at advanced, challenging levels.  

e) Parental and Community Future Involvement: 
During the Charter agreement years of 2006-2016, the Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology will continue soliciting support and involvement through all of the mentioned groups.  Focused efforts will be made to seek input, advice, and support from parents, members of the community, business – industry,  and other interested parties.  
Informational sessions within each of the current fifteen (15) Gwinnett School Clusters will be held to ensure parental and community awareness and support.  Expanded informational and listening sessions will be initiated upon Charter approval.  

The Chamber of Commerce will be involved in assisting with identification of businesses and the university system will assist with identifying gaps that will be of assistance to  the Charter School in providing appropriate, futuristic, and challenging courses of instruction.  Revision to any areas of instruction will be based upon this involvement and resulting data.  The Charter School retains the right to modify its curriculum in any way that better addresses the postsecondary and employment standards faced by Gwinnett students.  
An initial parent, community, and post-secondary advisory committee will provide input and assist in any planning as needed for the opening of the Charter school.  
Future involvement of parental and community groups will include multiple school opportunities for input.  An annual survey will seek updated input from all charter students and parents, as well as from other groups with an interest in mathematics, science, and technology.
A needs assessment will be conducted with parents, community members, and Gwinnett business leaders to gauge the community’s desire for the inclusion of other particular programs and options within in the Charter School curriculum.  Data collection will include areas of recruitment of Gwinnett high school graduates, barriers to such recruitment, future employment needs within the community, and methods to promote participation and interest in the Charter school.  Results will be used to inform recruitment, articulation with postsecondary institutes, and selection and modification of instructional components that would be in support of challenging academic instruction.   
Student Discipline Rules and Procedures:  
Student Discipline / Code of Conduct:  Rules of student conduct, discipline, and dismissal will be established in accordance with current Local Board procedures and policies.  All parents and students will be required to acknowledge receipt of these guides.  Following the Gwinnett Board of Education’s policies and procedures for student discipline, a student Code of Conduct specific to the Charter School will be developed and published and will be specific to the Charter Status.  Attached (Appendix 02) is a sample Code of Conduct (using the Gwinnett Brookwood High School’s Code) from which the Charter School’s Code of Conduct will be developed.
Withdrawal / Dismissal:  A student may withdraw without penalty from the Charter School and enroll in the high school in Gwinnett County in the attendance zone in which the student resides.  All withdrawals shall be in compliance with the rules and regulations of the Gwinnett County Public Schools system and in compliance with any mandatory reporting for the State Board of Education. 
f) Credits and Credentials To Be Earned:  
Credit and Units:  Courses at The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology will be for the students to earn a college-prep or dual diploma and to use technology / technical applications.  The focus of the curriculum will include mentorships and internships for every student.  Pedagogical instructional strategies will emphasize integrated content with application of skills.  Credits from on-line learning opportunities will be available for enrollment.  The intent is also to integrate advanced technical education.  Students will be advised toward selecting one of the instructional focus programs as a foundation for specialized course selections, technical applications, and project implementations.    
A seamless articulation process shall be formalized so that the secondary and postsecondary courses result in both high school credits and postsecondary-recognized advancement and non-duplication of courses.  Collaborative partnerships with university-level programs will be sought to provide concurrent college-level credits.
Completion Credential Goal:  Attendance at and successful completion of graduation requirements for The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology shall result in a diploma for the initial cohort of students who reach course completions and are ready to graduate.  Until those sequential years have passed, no separate diploma from the Charter School will be issued.  
Initially, due to grade-level phase-in steps, the Charter School will not award diplomas.  Diplomas will be awarded by the high school in the attendance zone where students reside until the courses of study have been fully implemented at The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology.  Following an initial period, the plans are for the Charter School to be fully accredited by SACS under district accreditation and to confer diplomas with college prep seals and specific technical seals by the Year 2010-2011 or the fourth year of existence.  Should Charter School students complete diploma requirements prior to issuance of diplomas, procedures and processes will be established to advise all local high schools of the names of graduates of The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology.  A specific, unique seal will be provided to each graduate of The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology and transcripts shall reflect the information and attendance at The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology.
If for any reason the Local Board determines that it is in the best interest of the district, the Local Board may convert The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology to a traditional high.  Should such substantial change be recommended by the Local Board and in recognition of the charter contract with the State Board of Education, an amendment to reflect any such substantial change in the status of the school would be submitted to the State Board of Education.
For successful completion of postsecondary courses, the students may be awarded technical college certificates, diplomas, or associate degrees based on standards that are established by the Department of Technical and Adult Education (DTAE).
6. Grades and Schedule: 
Grade Levels:  The Charter School shall provide instruction to pupils in Grades nine-twelve (9th – 12th) and whose ages generally range between 13 and 21.  
Schedule:  The instruction will be provided according a schedule that will permit flexibility in instructional times and which will support integrative instruction among the programs/centers of the Charter School.  An initial, proposed time schedule is attached hereto for informational purposes only as Appendix 03.  Optimal instructional time will be established under advisement of the Steering Committee, but will not be restricted to minimal requirements for non-charter schools.  
7. Attendance Zone: 
Attendance Zone:  The attendance zone from which students will be recruited and enrolled for The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology shall be the boundaries of Gwinnett County Public Schools’ attendance zone.  Students enrolled in Gwinnett County Public Schools shall be entitled to attend per enrollment guidelines.  

8. Enrollment and Attendance Information: 
Enrollment Guidelines:  Pursuant to the preferences set forth above in Paragraph 7, the Charter School shall enroll any student (including students with disabilities and Limited English Proficient (LEP) students) who resides in the designated attendance zone and who submits a timely application, unless the number of accepted applications exceeds the capacity of a program, class, grade level or building.  In such case, all such accepted applicants shall have an equal chance of being admitted through a random selection process unless otherwise prohibited by law; provided, however, that the Charter School shall give enrollment preference to students who reside in the attendance zone pursuant to the preferences set forth above in Paragraph 7.

Admission:  Admission will be open to all rising Grade 9 students who live within Gwinnett County Public Schools’ boundaries and meet admissions requirements as follows:  The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology shall enroll students who reside in the charter attendance zones (all Gwinnett schools’ boundaries) and who submit a timely application, transcripts, test scores, and other documents as required unless the number of applications exceeds the capacity of a program, class, grade level, or building.  In such cases, all such accepted applicants shall have an equal chance of being admitted through a random selection process unless otherwise prohibited by law.

It is the initial intent that students will matriculate as ninth graders only.
Tuition and Fees: The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology shall not charge tuition or fees to attend.  
Status:  The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology shall be public, nonsectarian, non-religious school organized and operated under the laws of the State of Georgia and shall not be home-based and shall be located in the facility described in this application. 
Enrollment Records:  Collection of enrollment data and maintenance of records, both in-house and with the Local Board and/or State Board, shall follow standards and procedures required by law.  Technology will be used to accurately report the enrollment data.
9. Non Discrimination: 
The Charter School shall not discriminate against students on the basis of disability, race, creed, color, gender, national origin, religion, ancestry, marital status or for special educational services.  Furthermore, the Charter School shall not discriminate on any basis that would be illegal if used by a school system.  
10. Student Withdrawal / Dismissal: 
A student may withdraw without penalty from the Charter School at any time and enroll in a local school in the Gwinnett County Public School System, or in a school in the system in which the student resides, pursuant to the rules and regulations of that school system.
11. School Evaluation Procedures:

Annual Report:  An Annual Report will be provided to parents or guardians of students attending the Charter School (The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology), to the Gwinnett County Board of Education, and to the State Board of Education.  It will be made available to the community.  The contents of the Annual Report will include, but not be limited to:

· All state-mandated assessment scores and state-mandated accountability indicators.

· All district-mandated assessment scores and district-mandated accountability indicators.

· Prior-year progress toward meeting the performance goals listed in this application and will be communicated to the public;

· The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology shall be a required participant in the Gwinnett County Schools’ RBES (Results Based Evaluation System).  As such, an RBES profile of the school and students’ achievements will be prepared for administrative review and instructional planning use.  (See Appendix 04 Sample RBES formats.)
12. Transportation:
The Gwinnett County Public School System shall provide daily bus service between the high schools in Gwinnett County and the Charter School for full-time students (once in 
the morning and once in the afternoon).  Charter school students shall have access to this service at no charge.  As the student cohort classes progress to driving ages, limited parking will be available for students who may transport themselves.  
13. Food Service:

Initially, The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology Charter School will provide food service through contracted vendor services.  The providing of such food and services shall meet all regulations of the National School Lunch and breakfast Programs.  Free and reduced-price meals will be available to eligible students.  As the Charter school grows, future new facilities and facility modifications and plans may include the providing of a large kitchen that can meet the school meal program requirements for the size and needs of the student body.

14. Governance and Operation: 
Local Board Control:  The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology shall be subject to the control and management of the Gwinnett County Board of Education (Local Board) in a manner consistent with the Charter School Act of 1998 and the Constitution of the State of Georgia.  
The Local Board / Gwinnett County Public Schools retain the approval authority over, including but not limited to, all processes, procedures, curriculum, scheduling, staffing, and other aspects customarily conducted by a Local Board on behalf of a high school.  The flexibility options afforded by Charter School status will permit the Local Board to address all processes, procedures, curriculum, scheduling, staffing, and operational aspects in a manner that encourages fast-paced responses to confirmed needs, issues, or changes.  

School Council:  The Charter School shall not utilize a local school council, as provided for in O.C.G.A. § 20-2-85, but shall use steering committee / advisory board which  shall be subject to the Open and Public Meetings law (O.C.G.A. 50-14-1), and the law pertaining to inspection of public records (50-18-70, et. seq.).  
i. A community-based group, the “Steering Committee” will be formed during the initial phase of opening and apply the results of a needs assessment.  The composition, scope of work, and number of “Steering Committee” members will be the sole decision of the Gwinnett County Public Schools System.  That Steering Committee will be succeeded by the Charter School’s Advisory Board of Directors (the Directors) and will be composed of up to fifty (50) community, education, and parent members including the following, with nominations being approved by the Superintendent/CEO:


A. Parents to represent each of the other sixteen high schools in Gwinnett County (2 parents from each of the other sixteen (16) high schools);

B. Business community representatives including representatives from each of 

· the Gwinnett County Chamber of Commerce

· business-at-large

· large business (more than 100 employees)

· small business (less than 100 employees);

· the healthcare industry

· high-tech industries

· major and/or international corporations

C. Representatives from the Charter School faculty (when employed) 

D. Administrative representatives from the Gwinnett County Public School System; 

E. School Counselors in Gwinnett County Public Schools 

F. Representatives each from the postsecondary institutes, such as but not limited to Georgia Institute of Technology, Emory University, Georgia Gwinnett College, Gwinnett Technical College, Southern Polytechnic University, Georgia Perimeter College, etc.  Other postsecondary partners may be added as appropriate.

ii. Business leaders and parents, along with faculty members and students, will be involved in establishing the Charter School’s discipline policies.  A  sample copy of a Code of Conduct (from Gwinnett’s Brookwood High School) is included as an exhibit (Appendix 02)  to indicate how the Code content may be developed.  All students will be expected to abide by the Gwinnett Code of Conduct.

iii. Business leaders and parents, along with faculty members and students, will be involved in establishing the Charter School’s innovative mentorship and internship programs.

iv. The Steering committee/Advisory Board members, through its directors / officers, will commission the development of a Strategic Plan through which input will be gathered from parents, faculty, business leaders, and students in the development of the Strategic Plan.  In addition, the Advisory Board directors may request the gauging of the feasibility of the Strategic Plan in a Feasibility Study through the use of community leader interviews.  

v. Items requiring voting / approval shall be through the presence or proxy votes of a quorum of three-fourths of the Advisory Board members.

The Local Board of Education reserves the right to adjust, modify, or dissolve any Board or Committee whose purpose or charge has been completed, expires, or becomes detrimental to the mission and vision of the Charter School.  Modifications to Advisory Committees or Boards may occur through customary meetings protocol and rules of order, or, where directed, through official Local Board action.  The Advisory Committees / Boards will be composed as soon as is practical following the commencement of this Agreement.  

The Advisory Board shall meet annually in regularly scheduled sessions.  The Advisory Board members shall, at such meetings, and in such other sessions as may be called from time to time, focus on the achievement of the measurements indicated in this Agreement.  The Principal/Director of The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology shall be responsible for recommending to the Local Board personnel decisions as related to school system employees and shall report such decisions to the Advisory Board as appropriate within personnel guidelines.  The Local Board shall be responsible for the selection of the principal.  The Local Board shall be responsible for the annual evaluation and re-employment of the Charter School principal. 

Advisory Board  charter will establish the terms of service for membership.    The initial charge to the Steering Committee will be to establish a Committee Charter, which will transition to the charter for the on-going Advisory Board.  
15. Personnel:
Certification Requirements / Qualifications:: The teaching staff of the Charter School (The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology) must either meet the teacher certification requirements of the Georgia Professional Standards Commission (PSC) or have both a certification of competency in their industry skill and shall have sufficient experience in their field of expertise to be able to effectively share foundational and advanced current knowledge of their skill with students.  Certification may not be a requirement in all teaching positions, provided documented work experience can be substituted.   While it will be the primary intent of the Charter School to meet the “highly qualified teacher” guidelines as set forth in the Georgia Implementation Guidelines, The No Child Left Behind Act of 2001, Title II, Part A, Criteria for “Highly Qualified Teachers (Revised September 2005), the Charter requests exemption  to meeting those certification requirements as permitted under public charter school status (Section 9.08)

Where appropriate work experience is substituted, the State shall reimburse the Gwinnett County School System for such work experience as if the teacher had at least a Bachelor Degree (if less than a Bachelor Degree is held by the teacher) plus appropriate years of work experience (up to the maximum).  Recruitment for non-PSC certified instructors may also be through channels from local industries which employ personnel with the desired expertise, through professional organizations that certify the skills of these individuals, and through professional journals

Support Staff:  The non-teaching staff of the Charter School must meet the same qualification requirements as the non-teaching staff in all other schools in Gwinnett County.  

Employee Recruitment & Hiring Procedures:  Recruitment procedures for the Charter School will follow the procedures and guidelines as set forth by the HR / Personnel Office of the Gwinnett County Public Schools System.  The Gwinnett County School System will assist in the recruitment, hiring, compensation, evaluation, and termination of such Charter School employees.  A national search may be utilized to find the best qualified staff and under no circumstances will the Charter School be required to accept transfers from any other Gwinnett High School.  

Criminal Background Checks:  All personnel, certified and non-certified, employed at the Charter School will have criminal background checks and fingerprinting conducted in accordance with the Gwinnett County Board of Education policies and procedures in accordance with O.C.GA 20-2-211. Such checks and procedures will be clear per employee prior to employment at the Charter School.
Compensation:  Compensation for classified employees and PSC-certified employees of the Charter School will be the same as for all other Gwinnett County Public School staff.  Secondary teachers shall be employed on the payroll of the Gwinnett County Public Schools System with such benefits as may be provided to any comparable school-system teachers.  The Charter School may elect to provide to instructional staff additional stipends for extended academic and athletics duties performed in support of student achievement. The system-level Compensation Administration office shall develop by June, 2007, experience granting guidelines that will define the equating of industry and non-teaching experience in specialized areas to the standard training and experience salary model.  
Evaluation of Employees:  Evaluation of Charter School employees shall be bi-annual, shall be in writing, and shall be conducted by the Principal/Director and/or Chief Executive Officer as appropriate.  The evaluations procedure will follow the Local Board-approved Personnel Evaluation guidelines and will be provided to the School Board for review and comment.  Each employee must acknowledge receipt of the evaluation and indicate agreement or disagreement.  The review process as outlined in the Personnel Manual shall be used for reviews, disciplinary actions, or decisions made by designated personnel serving in a superior administrative role.  Employees shall be held accountable for student learning.  
Employee conduct rules, as set forth by the Gwinnett County Board of Education, shall be provided and made known to all employees.  The Charter School reserves the right to amend changes by including them in the Annual Report referenced in Paragraph 11 above.  Evaluations of the Principal/Director and/or Chief Executive Officer (CEO) shall be conducted by the same procedures as evaluations for other principals of other Gwinnett County Schools.  The RBES (Results Based Evaluation System) evaluation process as required for Gwinnett County schools will be applied at the Charter School.  
Non-discrimination:  The Charter School shall not discriminate in its employment / personnel decisions on the basis of race, sex, color, national origin, religion, handicap, or any other basis which would be unlawful if used by the Gwinnett County Board of Education.

16. Facility:

The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology (Charter School) is planned to be located at 950 and 990+ McElvaney Lane, Lawrenceville GA 30044.  These facilities have been owned and operated by the Gwinnett County Public School System since initial construction in the 1950’s.  Evidence of ownership and evidence that the facility (ies) is in compliance with codes providing for its occupancy is available.    Attached as Appendix 07 are copies of the Deed to the property and Certificate of Occupancy.  
The facility(ies) consists of a former Special Education Center (Oakland Center at 950 McElvaney Lane) and some connections to Maxwell High School of Technology (990 McElvaney Lane), as well as to-be-constructed new buildings that will connect all three of the above properties on the McElvaney property.  These buildings will be appropriate to use in either an interim or permanent basis.  Discussions for renovation plans are underway.  Written certification by appropriate county or other officials as to code compliance will be provided for the Local Board for review to ensure compliance with this provision.  The timeline for occupying and utilizing the facilities will include the procurement of all required compliance documents.  

This facility may be altered or expanded by the Gwinnett County Public School System.  Such alteration or expansion shall be in compliance with then existing occupancy rules and codes.  Upon approval by the Gwinnett County Public School System, satellite facilities may be utilized for the operation of the Charter School when such facilities are in compliance with then existing occupancy rules and codes.  Renovations, repairs, and maintenance will be at the same extent as other Gwinnett schools.  Should expansion or renovation of facilities be incomplete for opening of initial phase, projected as August, 2007, the Gwinnett County Board of Education commits to providing temporary alternative space appropriate to needs of students and instructional programs and in as close vicinity as possible to permanent site.  
Gwinnett County Public Schools, upon completion of the facility renovations or new construction components, will provide documentation of ownership and certification that the building(s) are in compliance with all building code standards and regulations and fire, safety, environmental and accessibility requirements.  
17. Financial Policies, Procedures and Controls:

Financials:  The financial policies, procedures, and controls for the Charter School (The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology) will be the same as those for the other schools in the Gwinnett county school System.  All Gwinnett County schools follow the guidelines contained in the financial guidelines manual.  The guidelines will help ensure that schools are following federal, state, and local policies regarding financial management.  
Audit:  An audit will be performed on the Charter School’s financials annually in the same manner as the other public schools in Gwinnett County.  The audit is conducted by  an independent CPA firm and follows Georgia Association of School Boards  (GASB) rules and regulations.  Additionally, the Charter School’s school activity accounts will be included in an annual audit as established for all Gwinnett Schools to verify the school is in compliance with the Financial Guidelines for School Activity Funds. 
Assets:  The Charter School has only been assigned such assets as are needed to operate according to its current Charter agreement.  Such assets are owned by the Gwinnett County School System for the specific benefit of the Charter School.  While the Charter School’s asset list remains incomplete through the first day of classes, a sample listing of the projected assets for the Charter School is attached as Appendix  08.
18. Budget: 
Budget Development:  The budget for The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology will be developed in the same manner as in the other schools of Gwinnett County.  The Charter School will be assured of a predictable flow of funds from Local Board approval on an annual basis.  Assurance is provided that the Local Board will provide for the full term of the proposed Charter for The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology.
Budget Policy:    The Board of Education shall employ a budget and accounting system which conforms to the criteria established by the State Board of Education and follows existing Board policy.  The budget is prepared under the leadership of the Superintendent and shall represent fiscal and educational soundness.  The revenues will permit instructional services and employee benefits to be provided for the school.  
The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology will be operated by the system and will follow all system budgeting and financial guidelines and procedures.  
Initial Budget:  The Charter School shall operate according to the budget attached hereto as Appendix 05 and as such, budget may from time to time be revised.  The revenues will be based upon the following components:  State allotments; Local Tax funds; Contributions from local businesses, community members, etc.  
Other Potential Revenue:  Grants will be applied for where possible to help defer some of the costs of the Charter School.  Contributions from both individuals and corporations will be accepted on behalf of the Charter School.  Any flow of such individual and corporate funds is to be channeled via the newly formed GCPS Foundation, Inc.
Monthly Cash Flow:  The monthly cash flow projection is estimated and shown as Appendix 05-A.  The Charter School will be operated by the timelines and procedures in place for all schools.  Adhering to the in-place financial procedures and accountability will ensure that a predictable flow of funds will be provided to the Charter School.  A projected Monthly Cash Flow estimate, prepared by the system Budget Office, is attached as information Appendix 05-A.  
Real Estate Asset:  The real estate for the Charter School is owned by the Gwinnett County Public Schools System and as such has been included in the system’s assets for several decades.  The facility will be renovated/constructed with system funds and/or may be proposed to voters for inclusion in the 2007 SPLOST budget.  Maintenance of facilities will be budgeted in the school system’s annual working capital budget as needed. Deeds to ownership of the property are attached as Appendix 07.  Any updates required upon Charter School use will be provided prior to occupancy.  
19. The Annual Funding Amount and Per-Pupil Allocation:

Per Pupil Allocation:  The Annual funding amount and per-pupil allocation will be determined each year following the exact same budgeting process used by the other schools in the school system.  The process, as set in place by the Local Board includes recommendation from the Superintendent to the Board for approval.
FTE:  The State Board will allow the Charter School to report its FTE as an extension of high schools in Gwinnett County for the purpose of gaining full FTE funding.  Funding amounts and per-pupil allocations shall be the same as those provided to all Gwinnett County high school students and shall be allocated to The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology based on the pro-rata share of the school day that the student attends the Charter School.  Expectation is that each student would attend the school for the full day.

Operating Budget:  The available operating expense budget amount will be based on projected student enrollment multiplied by a per pupil allotment from the state and school system, except that the Local Board may at any time provide above and beyond the projected funds as are deemed necessary for the implementation of the Charter School programs.  Expenditures budgeted for salaries and benefits will be determined by the number of teachers needed based on enrollment and expected growth.  The salary scale for employees will be the same as salary scales with local supplements provided to all Gwinnett teachers.  Additional expenses for unique equipment and instructional materials needed to operate the Charter School will also be included in the budget as needed.  While exact figures cannot be provided at this stage of the planning process, the initial preliminary startup expenditures will be included in the FY2006-2007 budget and yearly thereafter.  Detailed school budgets will be in the FY2007-2008 budgets or the first year of operation.  A projection of Local Cash Flows for Year , prepared by the system Budget Office, is attached as Appendix 05-B.  As a part of the planning process, funding requests for construction and/or technology purchases have been submitted to the Associate Superintendent.  Funding requests may also be included in budget plans for the November, 2006 SPLOST vote for Gwinnett County Public Schools. 
20. Payment:
Since the Charter School will follow budgeting and expensing guidelines and dates, the same procedures and financial directives for the school system will apply to The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology.  The Gwinnett County Board of Education shall handle payroll for all Charter School employees, as well as the processing of benefits, orders, and payments for all items purchased in support of The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology.
21. Tuition and Fees: 
The Charter School shall not charge tuition or fees to any student except as may be authorized for local boards by O.C.G.A. §20-2-133. Reasonable fees may be charged for after-school programs.
22. Outside Funding: 
The Charter School may accept charitable donations on behalf of the Charter School. Such charitable donations shall not change the financial obligations discussed in Paragraphs 19 and 20 above.  Aggressive grant seeking will be conducted so as to receive approval from state and national entities, and corporations that will extend and enhance the support of the Charter School.
23. Purchase Agreement: 
The Local Board and the Charter School may enter into a purchase agreement(s) providing for the purchase by the Charter School from the Local Board of certain goods, services, and materials in connection with the operation of the Charter School.
24. Maintenance of Corporate Status and Good Standing: 
The Charter School shall at all times maintain itself so as to exercise the functions of the Charter School under the laws of the State of Georgia and to maintain good standing under the laws of the State of Georgia, and shall timely make all required filings, if required.  
The Charter School’s committee Bylaws and amendments or modification thereto will be provided upon completion.  A list of the current Local Board Members and primary contact for the petitioner are attached as Appendix 06.
Services of a for-profit entity:  No contract has been entered into for the services of a for-profit entity on behalf of The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology.
25. Waiver Requests: 
Exemption from all rules, policies, regulations, procedures:  Pursuant to O.C.G.A. § 20-2-2063 and Georgia State Board of Education Rule 1 60-4-9-.04, and in order to improve performance by using pedagogical instructional strategies and a school design set forth in this agreement, The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology (Charter School) shall be exempt in whole from all Local Board of Education and all State Board of Education rules, policies, regulations and procedures, and from provisions of Title 20 of the Official Code of Georgia Annotated other than the Charter Schools Act of 1998 that are in conflict with the provisions of this agreement.

Non-waiver of Accountability:  Nothing in any other provision contained herein should be interpreted to mean that the Charter School is waived from the accountability provisions of O.C.G.A. §20-14-30 through § 20-14-41.
26. Compliance with Laws and Regulations: 
The Charter School shall comply with all federal, state and local rules, regulations, court orders, and statutes relating to civil rights; insurance; the protection of the physical health and safety of school students, employees, and visitors; conflicting interest transactions; and the prevention of unlawful conduct. 
Furthermore, the Charter School shall be subject to all laws relating to unlawful conduct in or near a public school; the provisions of Part 3 of Article 2 of Charter 14 of this title; and all reporting requirement of O.C.G.A. § 20-2-320.
27. Insurance:   
Without waiving any protections afforded public school employees under the doctrine of sovereign immunity or as otherwise provided by law, the Charter School shall be insured as follows:   

· The type construction of the facility is to be the usual Gwinnett system standard. 
· All Gwinnett school buildings and grounds are all insured through a competitive bid process that awards to the lowest bidder who can meet our terms and conditions.
· Insurance is provided on an “all risk” basis with blanket coverage for buildings, contents, equipment, and supplies at full replacement cost of all listed structures and locations.  Coverage will include (subject to $200,000 deductible),  a) personal property of employees and others from the same occurrence, b) personal property of others in transit, c) buses parked at GCPS parking lots, d) accounts receivables, e) electronic systems, f) contractors equipment and g) valuable papers and records. 

· All coverage must be in compliance with the Georgia statutes and must have an A.M. Best rating of A-, Class VI or better.  

· $500,000,000 loss limit for all scheduled locations.

· $5,000,000 parked buses.
· $500,000 acquired locations.
· Broad flood coverage.
28. Indemnification:  
Hold Harmless:  The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology (Charter School) shall operate under the umbrella of the liability procedures of the Gwinnett Local Board of Education.  Therefore, the Gwinnett Local Board of Education shall indemnify and save and hold the Charter School, their partners, employees, officers, directors, subcontractors and agents (collectively referred to as “Board Indemnitees”) harmless against any and all claims, demands, suits, costs, judgment or other forms of liability to third parties, actual or claimed, including reasonable attorney fees, for injury to property or persons (including but not limited to violations of civil rights), occurring or allegedly occurring, in connection with the operation of the Charter School from conduct committed by the Charter School, or by its employees, officers, directors, subcontractors or agents, during the term of this charter or any renewal thereof.   Upon timely written notice the Gwinnett Local Board of Education shall defend the Charter School in any such action or proceedings brought thereon.

Written Notice:  Each party shall give prompt written notice to the other of the assertion of any claim or the commencement of any litigation for which indemnification is sought and shall cooperate with the indemnifying party in the defense of the claim or litigation.

Legal Costs:    Except as expressly provided herein or in connection with insurance coverage required to be provided in the Charter Agreement by one party for the benefit of the other, each party shall be responsible for its own legal representation and legal costs.  Except where there is an actual or potential conflict of interest, the Charter School, the Local Board and/or the State Board shall fully cooperate with legal counsel for one another in connection with any legal claim asserted against either of them in connection with the charter. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement, neither party shall settle or compromise any claim against the other without the express written permission of that party.

Negligence:  This indemnification shall not apply to the extent that any claim, lien, demand, suit or liability results from the sole negligence or wrongful act or omission of any Board Indemnitees or from any act or omission of the Charter School required by law or this Agreement.

Nothing herein shall waive the right of Board Indemnitees or Charter School employees and board members to assert any statutory or legal defense of sovereign immunity or official immunity.

This indemnification, defense and hold harmless obligation shall survive the termination of this Agreement. Any indemnified party shall have the right, at its own expense, to participate in the defense of any lawsuit, without relieving the indemnifying party of its obligation hereunder.
29. Disclaimer of Liability: 
The parties expressly acknowledge that the Charter School is not acting as the agent of the Local Board or the State Board except as required by law or this Agreement, and neither the Local Board nor State Board assumes any liability for any loss or injury resulting from (1) the acts and omissions of the Charter School, its directors, trustees, agents or employees or (2) any debt or contractual obligation incurred by the Charter School.  The Charter School acknowledges that it is without authority to, and will not, extend the faith and credit of the Local Board or State Board to any third party.
30. Amendments: 
This Agreement may be amended upon the approval of the Local Board, the State Board, and a majority of the policymaking body of the Charter School and upon fulfilling any other obligation as set forth in the Charter School Act of 1998
31. Severability: 
In the event that any provision of this Agreement or the application hereof to any person or in any circumstances shall be determined to be invalid, unlawful, or unenforceable to any extent, the remainder of this Agreement and the application of such provision to persons or circumstances other than those as to which it is determined to be invalid, unlawful or unenforceable, shall not be affected thereby, and each remaining provision of this Agreement shall continue to be valid and may be enforced to the fullest extent permitted by law.
32. Delegation: 
The parties agree and acknowledge that the functions and powers of each party may be exercised only by each party and may not be delegated to a third party without written agreement by the Local Board, the State Board and the policymaking body of the Charter School.
33. Appendices Incorporated by Reference: 
The appendices attached to this Agreement and Charter are incorporated herein by reference and made a part hereof, unless specifically stated otherwise.
34. Governing Law: 
This Agreement shall be governed by, subject to, and construed under the laws of the State of Georgia.
35. Termination: 
The Charter School’s charter may be terminated for any of the reasons set forth in O.C.G.A. § 20-2-2068.  

In the event the Charter School ceases operation for any reason, the Charter School and its policymaking body will be responsible for concluding the business and affairs of the Charter School and will cooperate with the Local Board and State Board to the extent necessary to provide an orderly return of the students to their local school.  Any public surplus remaining at the time the Charter School ceases operation shall be remitted to the Local Board and/or State Board whichever is appropriate, within 30 days of the day students no longer attend the charter school. Any furniture and equipment purchased with public funds shall be delivered to the Local Board and/or State Board whichever is appropriate, within 30 days of the day students no longer attend the Charter School.

Neither the Local Board nor State Board shall be responsible for the Charter School’s unpaid debts in the event the Charter School does not have sufficient funds to pay all of its debts at the time it ceases operation.  

36. Waiver: 
No waiver of any breach of this Agreement shall be held as a waiver of any other or subsequent breach.
37. Notices: 
Any notice, demand or request from one party to any other party or parties hereunder shall be deemed to have been sufficiently given or served for all purposes if, and as of the date, it is delivered by hand, overnight courier, or within three (3) business days of being sent by registered or certified mail, postage prepaid, to the parties at the following addresses:

The following sample Code of Conduct / Honor Code (cited with permission from one Gwinnett High School –Brookwood High) provides a model from which The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology will develop its individual Code of Conduct.  All segments will be in compliance with State and Local Boards of Education guidelines.
THE HONOR CODE of The
Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology

“Philosophy:

The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology tradition of excellence requires an academic environment that rejects cheating or any other form of dishonesty. An essential part of education is developing a sense of honor, responsibility, and ethical principles that extend to all facets of life. Self-esteem and self-respect grow from meeting challenges with honesty and individual effort. Our students can earn respect for themselves and their academic work through academic integrity and ethical conduct.

As a student of The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology:

I will not lie, cheat, or steal in my academic work.

I will oppose all forms of academic dishonesty, including plagiarism.

I will give prompt notification to a faculty member or principal when I observe academic dishonesty in any situation.

I will give careful attention to crediting sources from books, periodicals, or the Internet.

I will not use technology to represent work as my own when it is not.

I will not share information from a test, quiz, or essay with other students.

I will refuse to allow other students to copy my work.

I will support honesty and responsibility as the foundations of the tradition of excellence.”
The Gwinnett Charter School of Advanced Mathematics, Science, and Technology  “aligns academic honesty policies with similar policies found at colleges and universities. Recognition, understanding, and using academic integrity policies prepare students for college and life. It is an essential part of education and citizenship.”
 “Definition of Cheating:

Cheating includes any attempt to defraud, deceive, or mislead a teacher in arriving at an accurate assessment of student achievement.

Cheating includes, but is not limited to, the following:

1. Looking at a test, quiz, or exam of another student while taking an assessment

2. Attempting to communicate information in any way during an in-class assessment

3. Having cheat sheets, or information written on the body or other personal objects

4. Using programmed calculators or other electronic devices unless expressly permitted by the teacher

5. Looking at quiz, test, or exam materials prior to their administration

6. Failing to give credit for the ideas, words, or works of others

7. Giving information regarding an assessment to another student who is scheduled to take the same evaluation

8. Submitting work through the use of technology that is not created by the student, including but not limited to file sharing (submitting the same work with different header), copying files to and from disks and websites, or purchasing solutions or works from others

Category Violations

A. Homework
Homework is assigned as a means of reinforcing classroom instruction and is often used as an indicator of student comprehension or progress.

Honor Code violations of Homework:

1. copying or paraphrasing all or part of another's homework

2. allowing another to copy or paraphrase your work

3. receiving help on assignments that have been identified by the teacher as work to be done solely by you, including reading

4. using Internet or purchased summaries of reading assignments instead of reading the assigned homework (Reading does not improve without reading.)

B. Tests
Obtaining help or giving help prior to or during the a test or quiz is considered cheating.

Honor Code Violations of Tests:

1. passing test questions or answers to students in your class or in another class

2. receiving test questions or answers from students in your class or in another class

3. copying someone else’s answers

4. possessing or using "crib" or cheat sheets on the body or on personal objects

5. obtaining a copy of the test or quiz before it is administered

6. attempting to gain an unfair advantage before or during a test, such as looking at another student’s work, turning around, leaving books or notes open; signaling; deliberately and repeatedly choosing to miss classes through unexcused absences, lateness to school, or early dismissal to avoid taking a test or handing in an assignment. There must be direct communication between the teacher and the parent before a student can reschedule a test that was missed.

7. modifying electronic test materials so they will not score properly.
C. Research Papers and Essays
Plagiarism is the act of stealing, using, and passing off another person’s ideas or words as your own writing or ideas. Properly document the sources of information used for your research paper and essays so that you will not be guilty of plagiarism.

Honor Code violations of Research Papers and Essays:

1. copying phrases, sentences, or paragraphs without using quotation marks and without giving proper documentation of the source.

2. paraphrasing or summarizing ideas without giving proper documentation of the source.

3. asking someone or paying someone to write a research paper for you

4. selling or giving an assignment to students who submit it as their own.

5. downloading from the Internet a research paper or article in its entirety or in part to submit as your own

6. submitting another student’s research paper as your own work”
D. Lab Reports
While you may work in the lab with a partner and each of you will have the same data, the remaining sections of the lab report should be your own work. This includes any computations, graphs, diagrams, and conclusion questions. 

Honor Code violations of Lab Reports:

1. attempting to corrupt another student’s data

2. presenting another student's work (computations, graphs, diagrams, answers to conclusion questions) as your own

3. misrepresenting laboratory data

E. Use of Calculators
Calculators may be used in class only with the permission of the instructor.

Honor Code violations of Calculator Use:

1. sharing a calculator during a test or quiz

2. using any calculator in class not approved by the teacher

3. storing test information in calculators

4. using test information that has been stored in a calculator

Student Responsibilities to Avoid Cheating:

A. Ask permission to use a cover sheet during quizzes and tests.

B. Ask teachers to specify if student work is to be done cooperatively or individually if there is any doubt.

C. Remove all materials from desk top except for test materials.

D. Zip book bags closed. Make sure all books are closed. Put away any loose papers.

E. Take careful notes when doing research in order to avoid plagiarism. Don’t forget that any idea not your own must be properly documented, even if you are using paraphrased sentences rather than direct quotations.

F. Respect yourself. Take pride in your work and your work ethic.

Student Responsibilities to Avoid Cheating:

A. Ask permission to use a cover sheet during quizzes and tests.

B. Ask teachers to specify if student work is to be done cooperatively or individually if there is any doubt.

If a student violates the Honor Code, the teacher will give a zero for the assignment, contact the parents, and make an administrative referral. The disciplinary action will begin on Step 3 of the Disciplinary Scale. The consequences will advance one step on the Disciplinary Scale for each repeated offense.  Additional penalties may include but are not limited to the following:

Loss of National Honor Society membership

Loss of eligibility for admission into National Honor Society

Loss of Beta Club membership

Loss of eligibility for admission into National Honor Society

Loss of Student Council officer position and/or membership

Loss of Honor Graduate status

Loss of Honor Graduate stole

Loss of Valedictorian status and medal

Loss of Salutatorian status and medal

Loss of other privileges, positions, or opportunities requiring trustworthiness and responsibility”
