Due to periodic disruptions to normal mail delivery, the Department strongly encourages the use of an alternative delivery method (for example, a commercial carrier such as Federal Express or UPS; U.S. Postal Service Express mail; a courier service or personal delivery) to transmit documents to the Department.)  Faxes and email are not acceptable.
