	· Will keep records and provide such information to the State Department of Education as necessary for fiscal audit and program evaluation; 

· Will maintain and make available for distribution a list of local resources for substance abuse counseling and treatment; 

· Has adopted a policy requiring the expulsion from school for a period of not less than one year any student who is determined to have brought a weapon to a school under the jurisdiction of the agency, except such policy may allow the chief administering officer or board of education of the agency to modify such expulsion requirement for a student on a case-by-case basis.
