The Department of Education (DOE) is seeking recommendations for judges in the upcoming CRCT Standard Setting event. The Standard Setting sessions are scheduled for February 6 - 9, 2006, from 8:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., at the Marriott Atlanta Perimeter Center.  The four days are divided into two 2-day sessions to determine performance standards in the areas where the Georgia Performance Standards (GPS) are being implemented. These include reading and English language arts grades 1-8, mathematics grade 6, and science grades 6-7. We are soliciting nominations from school districts for teachers (including special education and English Language Learner teachers) to participate as judges in these sessions. A minimum of 6 to 8 judges will be required for each content area. It is imperative that participants selected for these sessions be committed to attending one of the two day sessions. 
System test coordinators should use the attached nomination form to submit the names of qualified teachers for consideration for the sessions. Please submit 1 or 2 nominations per system. 

Participants that qualify will be paid for travel and per diem expenses. Substitute reimbursement will be $100 a day. Reimbursement for participants will be at the rates authorized by the DOE and in accordance with the State of Georgia Travel Regulations. 
Please use the attached nomination form to submit nominations by January 6, 2006. Nominees will be informed of their selection by January 20, 2006.
