	Ideas
	· Topic is clear with many factual detail sentences.
· Student elaborates by developing interesting supporting details.

	Organization
	· Topic sentences and detail sentences are complex and show variety.
· Transition words are smooth and help the paper flow

· Transition words are attempted
