On November 1, 1800, John Adams arrived in the new federal city and moved into the President’s House. The next day, while sitting in a damp, unfinished room, John wrote a letter to his wife Abigail which included a blessing for the new house and its future inhabitants. This is what he wrote: "I pray heaven to bestow the best of belssings on this house and all that hereafter shall inhabit it. May none but honest and wise men ever rule under this roof." More than a century later, in the final year of World War II, President Franklin Delano Roosevelt had these words inscribed in gold just under the mantle on the fireplace in the State Dining Room. These words are still there today.
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
